3. HAZARDSIDENTIFICATION

Allow sufficient time for vapours to completely clear the hood ducts, then burn the
paper in alocation away from combustible materials. Collect with noncombustible
absorbent material. Flush with water. Dike for large spills. Let evaporate. Keep out of
confined spaces because of explosion risk. Provide ventilation and confine spill. Do not
allow runoff to sewer.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE

USAGE PRECAUTIONS: Keep away from heat, sparks and open flame. Avoid spilling, skin and eye contact.
Ventilate well, avoid breathing vapours. Use approved respirator if air contamination is
above accepted level. Avoid acids, moisture, and combustible materials. Read and
follow manufacturer’s recommendations.
